Location

The West Kent Radio Car Club Off-Road Circuit is located in the grounds of The Plough Inn,
Hildenborough, Kent, which is only a 10 minute drive from the A21. Leave the A21 at the exit marked
for Hildenborough and Tonbridge (B245). Follow the B245 towards and through Hildenborough where
you will pass “Stormonts” and a Volvo dealer. The road goes slightly downhill to a pub on the left hand
side called the Flying Dutchman. Turn right opposite the pub into Leigh Road and continue straight
ahead under the railway bridge. The road narrows in several places and there are a few sharp bends.
Take care as this is a bus route. The Plough and the car park entrance will be on your right. Turn into
their car park and continue to the end where you will see the latest addition to West Kent Radio Car
Club. Park as directed in the lower half of the field.

The Plough Inn is very busy on Sunday particularly around lunchtime when it is popular with families.
